Dept. of Fish and Game: Strategies for Changej Saving California
Wetlandsj Effects of Reapportionment on California's Environment,
we heard from some excellent environmental Senatorial candidates.

There are two National Senate seats open - one for a 6 year term,
(Cranston), and one for a 2 year term (Seymour). All candidates
were invited to speak. Those who participated were the following:

Rep. Barbara Boxe r : State Controller Gray Dav Ls : and Rep. Tom
Campbell. All who spoke had excellent environmental records!
The general theme of the Conference was "a healthy economy and
a healthy environment are mutually beneficial", and it is our job
to convey that message to our elected representatives.

The Wetlands seemed to be the most critical issue- presented.
Governor Wilson wrote a 5 page letter opposing President Bush's
re-definition of wetlands which would wipe out even more of our
already vastly depleted remaining wetlands. PCL urges everyone to
write a letter of thanks to Gov .
